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Health officials looking into Salmonella serotype cases linked to enter confirmed or possible source.
City, Oregon — Agencie(s) are investigating an outbreak of foodborne illness. This has been linked to confirmed or possible source.
Give an overview of what the agency knows about the source. Provide any case information the agency has. Give action steps for people to take, such as returning a product or throwing it out.
Many people with Salmonella infection don’t seek health care or get testing. Because of this, the number of people ill from this outbreak is likely more than is currently known. See a health care provider if you or a family member have been sick with fever and diarrhea. Let them know about this outbreak when you see them. Avoid school and child care attendance, food handling and patient care. Be sure to take these steps if signs of illness began within days after consuming confirmed or possible source.
Give any additional details about the outbreak. Include if this is a multi-county or multi-state outbreak.
Symptoms from Salmonella infections usually end in five to seven days. Still, about one in four confirmed cases need hospitalization. Infections of the blood and spinal fluid can also develop. 
Rarely, Salmonella infection is fatal. Severe illness is more likely in the elderly and those with weakened immune systems. Many Salmonella infections in otherwise healthy people don’t require medical treatment. Most people don’t need antibiotics. However, certain people and those with more severe infections may need antibiotics. Please consult your health care provider if you have specific questions about Salmonella.
