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Get your kids’ vaccines updated before School Exclusion Day insert the date of School Exclusion Day here
Parents must give proof of kids’ vaccines to schools and childcare facilities.
City, Oregon — School Exclusion Day is coming! Local or Tribal Health Authority reminds parents that kids will not be able to attend school or childcare starting insert the date of School Exclusion Day here if they have any missing vaccines. 
Oregon law requires any child who attends a school or childcare facility to have up-to-date vaccine records, or to have an exemption on file. These facilities include public or private schools, preschool, childcare and Head Start programs.
“Kids are at risk for many serious diseases. Keep their vaccines up to date. That is the best way to protect them from whooping cough, mumps and other vaccine-preventable illnesses,” said name, title. “It helps keep schools and the whole community healthy.”
If school and child care vaccine records are not up-to-date on insert the date of School Exclusion Day here, the child will be sent home. Insert annual data about number of children excluded here.
Parents who want their child’s vaccines updated should call their health care provider or local health department. Parents can also contact 211Info — just dial 211 — or go to 211info.org. 211Info can tell them where to get their child vaccinated. Local health departments cannot turn away anyone who is not able to pay for vaccines. Many pharmacists can vaccinate children 7 years of age and older. Parents should call their pharmacy for details.
