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Health officials recommend vaccines for chickenpox outbreak
City, Oregon — Local or Tribal Health Authority announces a chickenpox outbreak at location.
“Number cases of the virus have been confirmed,” said name, title.
Chickenpox, caused by the varicella-zoster virus, is an illness that spreads easily. It causes a blister-like rash, itching, tiredness and fever. For many, the virus is mild. However, it can be very serious for some, such as pregnant women, babies and people with weak immune systems. Chickenpox also tends to be more serious in adolescents and adults than in children.
[Note: Chickenpox is not reportable in Oregon. Use the following statement at the discretion of school officials.]
“Children with chickenpox and children who have vaccine exemptions will be kept out of school. Children with vaccine exemptions who get the first dose of the vaccine by [date] can return to school,” [school official’s name and title] said.
“Chickenpox can be prevented with the vaccine, but because many of our students are not vaccinated, we may well see more cases in the upcoming weeks,” said name.
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
