Measles was diagnosed in a name of school student or staff member. Students who went to school from date(s) may have been exposed to measles. 
Please assess the risk of measles in your child using the following questions:
1. Is your child immunocompromised?
Examples of people who are immunocompromised include those who have had a bone marrow transplant or are receiving chemotherapy.
If yes, call your health provider or Local or Tribal Health Authority at 555-555-5555 for help determining whether your child is immune to measles. Additional information will be needed to assess your child’s risk.
You may also want to let your child’s health care provider know about the measles exposure.
If you are unsure whether your child is immunocompromised, please call your health care provider or Local or Tribal Health Authority at 555-555-5555.
2. Has your child received 1 or 2 doses of measles, mumps and rubella (MMR) vaccine?
If yes, your child is likely protected from getting measles.
If no, your child could be at risk of getting measles and you should call Local or Tribal Health Authority at 555-555-5555 for additional guidance.
Measles spreads very easily through the air. Individuals who are not immune are at risk of getting the disease and spreading it to others. Signs of measles may not appear for up to 21 days after exposure. Please watch your child for signs of illness though date. 
Measles often starts with a fever (as high as 105°F), cough, runny nose and red eyes. A rash follows. The rash starts on the head and spreads to the rest of the body. If your child shows these signs of illness, keep your child at home and call Local or Tribal Health Authority right away at 555-555-5555. If your child needs medical care, please call the health care facility before you arrive so that steps can be taken to prevent spread of measles.
