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What is PACE?

The Program of All-inclusive Care for

the Elderly (PACE) helps people meet their
health care and personal needs in

the community instead of going to a
nursing home. PACE is a Medicare and
Medicaid program.

PACE services in Oregon

e You can get all your care needs
met in your own home or other
community-based care settings.

¢ You can visit a nearby health and
social center to see your primary care
doctors, attend adult day services,
participate in occupational and
physical therapy, work with social
workers and get other PACE services.

 You can enjoy a nutritious meal,
snacks and activities.

e PACE provides services to meet all
the health care, personal care and
social service needs defined in your
plan of care. A team of people
focused on improving your quality
of life and well-being will coordinate
these services.

How is PACE funded?

Most people in PACE have both Medicare and Medicaid coverage. PACE enroliment
coordinators will help you find out if you are eligible for extra help from Medicaid to pay for
the PACE program. If you do not qualify for Medicaid or do not want to receive it, you can
pay for the program yourself, if you meet the following criteria.
