County Level

Contain & Isolate e 600 contact tracers deployed by county
e 15 per 100,000 people, with cultural and linguistic competence
e PPE for first responders

Safe Communities: Who gets tested?
All Symptomatic Anyone with symptoms tested within 48-72 hours

Group Living Where COVID-19 spread is suspected, test all asymptomatic
Situations employees and residents

Rapid Testing for First responders, health care workers, and congregate care settings
Targeted Groups where effective isolation isn't possible
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
